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City councilor jailed after bust

at high schools

MOUNT SHASTA, CALIF. - Mount Shasta

City Councilor Katrina Howard was one of 13

adults and 15 juveniles arrested in Siskiyou

County after a multi-agency undercover drug

bust in Mount Shasta and Yreka high schools.

When Howard was arrested Wednesday

morning, task force officers recovered approx-

imately 34 pounds of processed marijuana,

seven Oxycontins and two firearms from her

home, said James Parker, senior special agent

in charge of the California Department of

Justice Bureau of Narcotics Enforcement. Also

confiscated was her personal computer,

which contained photos of (Howard) engag-

ing in illegal drug use with what to be juve-

niles.
“I’m

still i
n disbelief,” said fellow council

member Russ Porterfield as he was updated

on the previous day’s happenings. “I have no

clue as to where to go with this.”

Mount Shasta City Manager Kevin Plett

said there are no plans to take any action at

this tim
e, and there won’t be until something

changes.

“Until we get a resignation (Howard) is

still a member of the council.”

Further, Plett said, the council has no

authority to remove Howard until she is con-

victed of a felony or is recalled by her con-

stituents – pursuant to California Government

Code 1770.

“Hypothetically, if
Howard’s position

became vacant, the council has 30 days to

appoint a replacement,” Plett said, “or to call

a special election, which wouldn’t be until

November 2010 ... if that was the case, the

seat would remain open.

“Hopefully some civic-minded person

would step up (for the council seat), but for

now, Howard is entitled to serve her posi-

tion.”
Howard was appointed in November in a

money-saving move by the council, as she

was the only person who filed for the empty

seat.
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"We will have a difficult time meeting the

space needed at Lincoln," Reuschel said. "We

need to look at the possibilities."

Superintendent ponders overcrowding

During the Macomb school board's Facilities and

Transportation Committee meeting, Superintendent Dr.

Alene Reuschel shared the enrollment struggle she has

been considering for months.
According to Reuschel, there is a demographic

bubble occurring at Lincoln School, which has led to

a gradual increase in the number of student sections.

Reuschel said her calculations are based on gathered

information that is ever-changing due to the structure

of the Macomb community, including WIU with its

added student population.
She surmises there will be six kindergarten sec-

tions, seven first-grade sections, seven second-grade

sections and six third-grade sections if numbers con-

tinue to grow as they have been in the past few years.

If correct, Reuschel stated there might need to be as

many as five additional classrooms to keep the class

sizes small enough to be efficient, between 21 and

23.
